Keeping Warm and Awake

Catherine Blaikie recalls a childhood memory of once a month services at the Pass. “There were usually about 6-8 in the congregation and we sang impossibly high hymns that no one knew.... In winter the church was cold, bitterly cold, so my mother always lit the old monkey stove to try and warm the air. I suspect on reflection she was trying to warm the spiritual air as well.... Of course with the fire going the atmosphere became rather dry which meant my father Ted Clarke went to sleep and SNORED...... but numbers had to be made up... so there he was snoring loud and long. To counteract this embarrassing intrusion my mother would put a little pot of water on the stove with the intent of adding moisture to the air and so keeping my father awake. The sound of water boiling was considered superior to my father snoring.”
